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We had an Eagle Court of Honor, and some leaders to  Id us to wear our OA sashes, and others
not. What is the right thing to do?

OA sashes are worn at Order of the Arrow functions and special activities when members
need to be identified as Arrowmen rendering special service. A Court of Honor is a troop
function, not an OA function, and the OA sash should not be worn. There is an exception; If
you are part of an OA ceremonies team conducting an Eagle Ceremony, the ceremony team
members would wear their OA sashes as they are rendering “special service.” Troop
members, not on the team, would not wear their sash and are identified as Arrowmen by the
flap on their shirt. At a court of honor, troop members should be wearing their merit badge
sashes, and you never wear both your merit badge sash and your OA sash.
